Discover handmade works by Toni-
Marie Green, a member of the 
Mississauga of the Credit First Nation, 
Bear Clan, with Ojibway and Mohawk 
heritage. Trained from childhood by 
her mother and grandmother, Green carries forward 
traditional teachings through dreamcatchers, wire 
wrapped hoop earrings, and beaded bracelets. 

The North End Art Girls 
is a collective of female 
artists that formed in 
2018 with a shared 
mission to promote 
and support the work 
of women artists across 
Ontario. Brought 
together through a spirit 
of collaboration and 

community, the group creates opportunities for visibility, 
connection, and creative exchange.
